Subject : First step in the cultural event ideation
Participants :
The group is composed of 10 participants. These participants are coming from the following countries: Greece, Albania, Niger and Iran. In this project a part of the community that benefited mostly were various immigrant communities which can be found in Athens. Artists and adults coming from a combined ethnic background took part in the cultural exchange workshops / planning of the festival. Most of the people involved are actually 2nd generation immigrants, which is a community that faces the most integration issues in our society,

Ideas and proposals for cultural event :
Through the event the group intends to promote intercultural dialogue, communication as well as to present legal and educational issues to the broad public.
Each member of the group to handle the organisation of one event part.
Discussion around the activities to implement during the local cultural event. The ideas that were the most plebiscite were: 

· Theater 
· Documentary screening
· Music performances, 
· International food feast 
· Photography exhibition
· Video art screening
· LAUTC exhibition
The actual festival will involve photography exhibition, with works created by immigrants and autochthones, art exhibition resulting from workshops in multicultural schools, a documentary with interviews of immigrants and autochthones discussing life in Athens, workshops for children with multicultural games, an interactive theatrical performance and a multicultural combination of music and food.

A special part of the communities that will benefit from the project are 2nd generation immigrant youngsters, since 2 parts of the team proposed to organize integration workshops in 4 multicultural schools in Athens. The results of this workshops, which will be art created by the children, will be shown in an exhibition during the festival.
The activities planned cover a broad spectrum of subjects and mentalities, proving the cultural exchange taking place during the organization procedure. 
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
