Ideas for the cultural event
· Food / « world flavours »
We thought about :

-exchanging cooking recipes with the sardine as main element
-writing a recipe book 
Cultural associations could promote their food (but beware of the cleanliness regulation and the selling conditions : it is important that these associations will want to promote the theme of the event)
It seemed important to everybody to keep the food as a red line during the 3 days of the event
· Music :

There could be a free stage with a pre- program
We want to see if it could be possible to invite an artist from Babel Med (famous festival in Marseille) : how realistic ? for which cost ? This action could draw many people to the event

Idea of a “show-case” from a group of artists which would be followed by a debate
· « Tchatchades » (public talks) and sound walks 
Someone in our group is used to organise « tchatchades », it means public talks with the locals + can organize some kind of “guided” tour of the area
· Projections / films :
Could we have giant screen with movie projection ? 
Could there be a film related to the topic of the event that would be projected in the Alhambra Cinema ? 
May be there could be projections of the experiences realized in the other european countries – waiting of the September meeting with the European partners

· Exhibitions :

It was suggested to make an exhibition to explain the Grundvig project as well as an oral introduction 
We had the idea of enlighten the history of the area through the different immigration waves, to give an idea of the area development (cf : Emile Temim, historian of the immigration in Marseille)

We have been thinking if we could add a militant side in our event : in particular we would like to fight for a better access of the area from the center of Marseille, especially a better access by bike (possibility of involving an association that promotes the use of bike in the city “Ville a vélo”)

The event being in March, il seems more reasonnable to organize the activities indoors or to think about indoors issues in case of bad weather

How can we involve the greatest amount of participants representing the different cultures ?
-Involving other associations (for ex : the director of la Fondation Abbé Pierre, the association Saint André Loisirs Culture)

-Involving persons who are « ressources » for their knowledge / know-how, in the area 
-To invite specific artists 

-To make food each day of the event ! 
Added fundings :
The budget allocated by the UE for this event (paying external services) is from 4000 to 5000 euros.
Added fundings : request to the Regional councile 

We need to communicate with the townhall of the area
Other sponsors ?
European dimension :

From the 10th to the 12th of september, the european partners of the Grundvig project will be in Marseille for a seminar. The local committee will meet them.  
During this meeting, the european partners will introduce their cultural event at the local leven and their methodology.
