Forces

· Concept « open mike »  (« scène ouverte »): 

· Open to everybody
· The artists had a great freedom about what they would bring, how long they stayed on scene, etc.
· Great opportunity for beginning artists to express themselves in front of a public
· There were both amateurs as well as more experienced artists
· Free for everybody: many people from the neighbourhood passed by to listen and watch to the acts of young artists from Marseille 
· The audience was very divers: many young people (friends from the artists), but also parents with their children, elderly, etc. stayed for a while to enjoy the music and the atmosphere

· The atmosphere was very good: open, joyful, sunny, ...

· Most of the artists were very satisfied, they were happy to have expressed themselves

· People really listened to the artists and their messages

· The public was impressed by the story + act of Salim, a handicapped young man who started his own project on rap and handicap

Weaknesses

· There was almost no diversity in the style of music brought by the artists: only Rap, R’nB and HipHop

· There wasn’t really communication with the audience so many people who just passed by didn’t know what was going on and why or by who this event was organised 

· No ‘spectacteurs’: there wasn’t much of a ‘dialogue’

To improve
· There could have been more communication and dialogue between people (audience, artists) if there were a commentator/announcer on stage
· If there is more diversity in the style of music (or dance), it would attract a more diverse audience

· Idea of ‘Spectacteurs’ (spectateur + acteur)

Conclusion

It was a nice day for the habitants, the artists were happy to have given a concert on stage, the weather was great, many people from the neighbourhood passed by. It was a great opportunity for young amateur singers from Marseille to express themselves in front of a public. But the relation with the LAUTC project was not very clear, there were no ‘spectacteurs” but only spectateurs (audience) and acteurs (artists).
